Andrew said the talk at the Garden Club on 11th March would be about container planting. Artwork by children from Millbrook is ongoing at the Bowling Green. The February talk about bats had been amusing and informative. 
Schedules for the first Spring Show organised by the Shevington Community Allotment Group are available at the library and in shops. Come and support the event in the Parish Rooms on 13th April. It will be open to the public from 1pm. It is free to exhibit and Jess Diggle, a parish councillor, will award the prizes.
Sarah said the Stockley Park group had applied to Brighter Borough for gym equipment for the park. They are waiting for the accessible gates via M & Y, (Miles Lane Eldercare development )
Sadly the compost structure has been dismantled after being vandalised. A local tree surgeon will cut the fallen tree into three pieces. A bench will be made from one piece, the other two will be used later in the year. There are plans  for a wild meadow at the top of the park. In addition to three new volunteers there are also volunteers who are involved in the Duke of Edinburgh Award Scheme who have asked to help in the park. Funding is being sought for another bench and more planters. A wooden oak barrel has been donated and will be split into two planters. Dog fouling is an ongoing issue in the park.
There is a box at Spar re the easter egg colouring competition with eggs for the winners.
Shirley thanked CA for the six tablets for use at the library.
Pam said the comments from people visiting the library mean a lot to art group members. There is a waiting list to join as space is limited. It may be possible to have a trip to Liverpool to visit the art gallery later in the year.
Helen thanked CA, PC and councillors’ for funding for Fete 24 on 22nd June.
John said the YC AGM took place last Friday where officers were re elected.
