 Finances                                                                                                  Jim had send  a report. No small grant applications have been made.         Andrew said there will be an application  made for Millbrook school. He gave out printouts re defib. upkeep and gave information from NW Ambulance who will supply replacement pads and batteries for the make of defibs organized by Damian while he was a councillor several years ago at a cost of £89 each.This would be a considerable saving. All agreed to use the money ring fenced by CA to apply for replacement pads and batteries for the three defibs sited at the Methodist building, Crooke and The Foresters at Shevington Moor.This would mean using the £250  ring fenced money and a little of the donation via the Garden Club.  The remaining defibs will not require replacements for a while. It would seem that PC are not willing to match the £250 ring fenced by CA as suggested, which is disappointing. John said the clerk had written to the council as the three defibs mentioned were supplied without taking future costs into consideration. Vicky said the council would allow Brighter Borough money to be used, but only if absolutely necessary. Vicky suggested a Crowd Funding page and is willing to set it up. Details could go in the next PC newsletter and in PC notice boards, on social media and in the information folders. With replacements for the defib sited at the pharmacy on Woodnook Road due, the owner has agreed to meet the cost as a one off. Sarah said Friends of Stockley Park would be willing to take over checking the defib at the pharmacy. The lock on the defib box at Forest Fold now works; thanks to WD40.
 Councillors’ report
Vicky said there have been recent issues about bins not being emptied. There have been major staffing issues and sickness in that department. Report any issues to one of the councillors’ or the clerk to PC if a PC bin. 
Brighter Borough money will be used again for the cenotaph lights on a timer.
The Eldercare development on Miles Lane will have open days to view the site and two show flats in October. Dates to be decided. It is hoped to be completed in early 2025.
There was discussion  between a couple of people about the Rugby and Football Club seeking discussions about the possibility of taking over maintenance of the former school field for additional pitches.
The footpath from Shevington Lane to Longbrook still requires attention. Mike will look into this again.
Vicky also said there will be an event at The Foresters at Shevington Moor funded by Brighter Borough. This is the only venue available in that area for people to meet and may lead to further activities. Carole suggested approaching Age UK who come to the Methodist Building on Mondays to provide Soup and Sandwiches at a very reasonable cost; a social event well supported by local, mainly elderly residents.
